Endalikachew Semie, Secretary
General (S.G.) of The Ethiopian
Chamber of Commerce and Sec-
toral Associations (ECCSA), re-
ceived on January 5, 2018 at his
office Eric Yu, Representative of
China National Building Materials
& Equipment Import and Export
Corporation (CNBM). The pur-

pose of Mr. Yu'’s visit was to intro-

duce CNBM and seek for coopera-

tion with ECCSA.
Endalkachew, who provided the
delegation with a short briefing
about the overall activities of EC-
CSA, warmly welcomed and hosted
CNBM'’s cooperation interest. Re-
calling that ECCSA has big project
initiated to construct a nmew and
comprehensive building at the rear
of the old one, and is pursuing the

construction of Chamber Hub and

Chamber Hub development project,
the biggest ever project proposed
by the Chamber.

There is also a

need to promote ‘the Ethio-
Chamber International Trade Fair
that is conducted annually and the

various publications of ECCSA so

there is a need for materializing the
projects, the S.G. expressed there is
an open room for CNBM to use the
opportunity to work in partner
with ECCSA.

He also forwarded his pleasant
invitation if CNBM would be able to
participate in the Ethiopian Busi-
ness Run that is conducted every
May and exhibit its products in the
Ethio-Chamber International Trade
Fair that is conducted every No-
vember.

Mr. Yu also expressed the interest
of his Corporation to be member of
ECCSA and the S.G. positively
hosted the matter as long as CNBM
is a registered company in Ethiopia.
Accordingly, it was recommended
that the Corporation would be able
to begin to lodge legal credentials
with all the necessary formalities to
Addis Ababa Chamber of Com-
merce and Sectoral Associations
(ACCSA). 1t is noted that ECCSA is

an apex chamber whose members

that Chinese investors and companies
should be addressed, the Secretary Gen-
eral added.

Recalling that Ethiopia was designated to
host the 12th World Chamber Congress
(WCC) in 2021, Endalkachew also re-
quested for cooperation in disseminating
information.

The Director General, Teferi, on his part
said that his Directorate works to the
best it could be to strengthen the trade
and investment relation between the two
sides. He also promised his Directorate
would work in identifying Chinese com-
panies that would be interested to work
in joint venture.

Finally, the two sides talked on the ways
they should work on 4th industrial revo-

lution with more emphasis.

Mr. Yu said CNBM is the one designed
and constructed Derba MIDROC Ce-
ment, and right now, it is running the

National Cement, Mugher Cement, and

Derba Cement.
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
