According to a survey presented, the major
challenges to construction permit include:
the complexity and long bureaucracy to get
the permit, direct and indirect payments for
it, the ambiguity and inaccessibility of vari-
ous laws related to it, slow and bureaucrat-
ic work processes that may lead to corrup-
tion, knowledge and capacity limitations to
provide prompt and effective service to cus-
tomers and less tendency of applying mod-
ern technologies.

Many of the participants during the discus-
sion raised various issues that they think
shall be included in the survey presented so
as to view the whole challenges that lie be-
hind the sector at the national level through
carefully conducting the research including
all the factors and samples with a great
care.

Solomon further noted that the survey is
simply an ice-breaker for the discussion to
identify the challenges so as to give the final
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refined researched points for policy mak-
