9. Comms Authority revises bandwidth fee rates

The reporter: October 5, 2024
The Ethiopian Communications Authority (ECA) has
introduced a new directive that determines license fees and
annualized fees for different operators in the telecom,
internet, mobile and radio station service sectors.
The directive sets the base value for mobile frequency bands,
ranging from 967,200 birr to 3.5 million birr per Megahertz
(MHz) per year. The fee varies based on variations in
frequency bandwidth.
The annual frequency usage fee to be paid by licensed
telecommunications operators for the frequency bands
assigned to mobile services will be subject to phased
payment installed under four phases, according to the
directive.
A licensee will be obliged to pay a quarter of the total fee in
its first year of operation and settle the fee in its entirety by
the fourth year.
Annual usage fees for frequency bands assigned to
broadcasting vary from 2,000 birr to a little over 20,000 birr
with community radio stations paying the least and
commercial radio stations paying the most. Public radio stations

will be charged a little over 14,000 birr.
