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7. ECX, Coffee Authority brews new pricing system following
exchange rate float

The Ethiopian Commodity Exchange (ECX) has introduced a new
pricing mechanism for coffee sold on its trading floor but
exporters say the changes do not reflect the high prices erasing
their margins in the domestic market.
Officers at the Exchange and officials at the Ethiopian Coffee and
Tea Authority say the new pricing system, which is updated
weekly based on the New York Arabica Coffee Price and the
prevailing exchange rate at the Commercial Bank of Ethiopia, is
meant to benefit coffee growers.
A statement from ECX indicates distortions in the country’s
exchange rate policy had previously forced it to implement a
comparative pricing mechanism accounting for domestic market a
nd export prices. However, the recent liberalization of the forex
market has enabled it to shift towards the new pricing system,
according to the statement.

8. Shipping Enterprise readies for massive fleet expansion plans

Executives of the state-owned Ethiopian Shipping and Logistics
Services Enterprise (ESLSE) are moving ahead with plans to
acquire six bulk cargo ships.
Wondimu Daba, ESLSE deputy CEO for Corporate Services,
told The Reporter that the company board is contemplating the
terms of the acquisition.
“We are fully prepared to get the six ships. The board is
examining whether we should get them as a time charter, voyage
charter or purchase them outright. We will then follow the
standard bidding process,” said the Deputy.
The sole operational multimodal shipping company in the
country, ESLSE’s 2023/24 performance report indicates that it
handled 45 percent share Ethiopia’s total 8.25 tons of dry cargo
imported via ports in Djibouti.

The Enterprise also reported that it handled the export of more
than 13 tons of goods by sea.

This week, Alemu Sime, minister of Transport and Logistics, told
state media that ESLSE’s capacity is still lacking compared to the

country’s international trade needs.
