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5. Ethiopia requires USD 300 bln to fill climate
finance gap by 2030

The Reporter: December 21, 2024

The Ministry of Finance says Ethiopia will require up
to USD 300 billion in climate financing by 2030.

The substantial funding will go towards the
government’s ambitious target to reduce emissions by
close to 70 percent within five years, which was set
out in the country’s first updated Nationally
Determined Contributions (NDCs) in 2020.

The government is working to submit updated NDCs
in the coming year, which will reportedly feature
details on a Climate Resilient Green Economy strategy
(CRGE), Ethiopia’s 10-Year Development Plan, the
Green Legacy Initiative, and the National
REDD+ Strategy, among others.

The CRGE strategy was first put forward during
COP17 in Durban, South Africa, in 2011.
