6. Opening Up of Previously Closed Sectors
Attracting Large Number of Investment to
Ethiopia

Ethiopian Investment Commission Commissioner
Zeleke Temesgen highlighted that Ethiopia has been
undergoing a substantial reform process over the past
seven years, achieving commendable results.

The Commissioner stated that during these reform
years, sectors previously closed to foreign investors
have been opened.

He further noted that the economic reform has
brought about improvements capable of bolstering
investment.

Commissioner Zeleke pointed to the measures taken
in revising the investment law, emphasizing that these
steps have unlocked sectors that were previously off-
limits to foreign investors.

He mentioned that the Ethiopian Investment Board
has permitted foreign companies to engage in
wholesale, retail, import, and export trade activities.

The government's decision to open investment sectors
that had been closed to foreign companies for
extended periods, such as Ethio Telecom and the
Special Economic Zone Proclamation, is supporting
investment and attracting a large number of foreign
investors, he elaborated.

The Commissioner indicated that the Investment
Commission has demonstrated strong performance
over the past nine months, citing the attraction of
foreign direct investment (FDI) which has shown a 2.4
percent growth compared to the previous year.

Flower exporters say the impacts of the Trump
administration’s tariffs are beginning to make
themselves felt, jeopardizing a US market they have
been working hard to penetrate over the past few
years.
Miserach Berhanu, head of the Ethiopian Flower,
Vegetable, Fruit, and Herbs Exporters Association,
told The Reporterthe 10 percent tariff levied on
Ethiopia is creating serious challenges for fresh cut
flower exporters.
The new tariff adds to an existing three percent duty on
flowers in the US, and the sharp increase is expected to
slow the progress exporters have made in the US
market over the last four years.

8. Ethiopia’s effort to export value added coffee
should be intensified
Ethiopian coffee, which has achieved historical success
in terms of production, quality and revenue, is
increasingly in demand in the domestic and
international markets. It is stimulating the country’s
export trade. In particular, its competitiveness and
demand at the international level have increased
significantly more than ever before.
The reform carried out in the sector has played a major
role in the significant changes that have occurred in the
coffee sector. Many indicators show that this reform
work carried out in the coffee sector over the past five
years is achieving encouraging results. One of the main
achievements is increasing production and
productivity; from the 833 thousand tons of coffee
production capacity in the last fiscal year, it has been
possible to create a capacity to produce 1.1 million tons
of coffee, according to the Ethiopian Coffee and Tea
Authority.
In terms of coffee export revenue, it was also between
700 and 800 million Dollars; since the reform efforts,
this figure has climbed to a record level of over 1.4
billion Dollars. This figure is expected to reach two
billion this year. Many projects are underway to double
this income and earn between 2 and 4 billion Dollars
from the export trade of raw coffee alone in the coming
years.
From the previous situation of exporting less than
300,000 tons per year, more than that amount has been
exported in recent years; this year, data indicates that
efforts are being made to increase this figure to
450,000 to 500,000 tons.
