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5. Bill Proposes Excluding Banks, Gov’t, Insiders
from Capital Market Compensation Fund

The Reporter: January 3, 2026
A draft regulation tabled by the Ethiopian Capital Market
Authority seeks to bar a number of stakeholders from
accessing remedial monetary benefits from the Capital
Market Compensation Fund, which is pending approval
from the Prime Minister.
The fund is designed to pay out compensations for
defaults that might happen during capital market
transactions, covering for a failure to make payment on
the side of a capital market service provider, transaction
payment investigator, depositor, or investor
Its initial capital, which will be injected by the federal
government, has yet to be determined.
Nonetheless, the draft’s authors argue that banks,
insurers, saving and credit unions, MFIs, collective
investment funds, pensions funds, capital market service
providers, and capable local and foreign investors, among
others, should be excluded from the list of the fund’s
potential beneficiaries.
The federal government and regional administrations, as
well as local governments under them and their affiliates,
will also be ineligible to receive compensation from the
fund, according to the draft. Foreign governments and
their affiliates are also excluded.

6. Non-Coffee agricultural commodities face export
challenges

Despite notable export earnings, the performance of non-
coffee major agricultural commodities remains a concern
for industry stakeholders, particularly in light of ongoing
economic reforms.
Ambassador Girma Birru, Chairperson of the Export
Steering Committee, acknowledged the overall
achievements but pointed out a consistent shortfall in
meeting targets. This issue is especially relevant as the
broader macroeconomic reform agenda—including the
implementation of a freely floating exchange rate
system—is designed to stimulate the export sector.
During its latest meeting, the Export Steering Committee
assessed the underperformance in the volume of goods
exports managed by the Ministry of Trade and Regional
Integration (MoTRI).
“Minister Kassahun warned that the ministry is legally
empowered to confiscate export goods if they are not
shipped on time,” sources explained, clarifying the
rationale behind the significant reduction in the latest
indicative prices.

Ethiopia Phases Out Old Manual Receipts Without
QR Codes To Strengthen Tax Compliance

FMC: January 8, 2026 Ethiopia’s Ministry of Revenue
(MoR) announced that manual sales receipts without a
unique identification code will no longer be valid
starting January 9, 2026.

The ministry said that manual receipts with a unique
identification code (QR Code) were introduced in
December 2025 as part of efforts to prevent tax fraud
and improve compliance. From tomorrow, only
receipts printed with the QR code will be accepted for
transactions.

Taxpayers who have submitted requests for printing
but have not yet received their receipts are urged to
collect them from their branch offices or local tax
centers.
